Aug 6-7-8 - North Rim Grand Canyon

Beat the heat and camp in cool, crisp air among the
Aspen and Ponderosa Pine forests and enjoy magnifi-
cent scenery and hiking opportunities at the North
Rim.

Aug 21 - Indoor SKY Diving

Show time 10:45 and we will depart at11 a.m. Cost
$45. Flyaway is a vertical wind tunnel that simulates
the freefall experience of skydiving. When you come
to Flyaway, you'll get to fly in a column of air 12 feet
across and up to 22 feet high, with vertical airspeeds
up to 120 mph - allowing you to FLY INDOORS! As a
flyer, participants attend a 20-minute training class
where body control techniques and safety procedures
are discussed. The next step is equipment prepara-
tion. Flyers receive a suit, helmet and other safety
equipment. Following a short review of the basics, a
group of five flyers then enters the wind tunnel with
their instructor. Participants take turns flying during a
15-minute session. Each individual will receive ap-
proximately 3 minutes of airtime.

August 28 - Hike

tion of the Bristlecone Trail, which is located at the top
of Lee Canyon. The starting elevation for the hike is
about 8,600 feet, and there is about 600 feet of gain.
